ANAPHYLAXIS / ALLERGIC REACTION (Adult)
APPLIES TO:  EMT-I

1. Recognize signs and symptoms of allergic reaction.

2. Assess ABC’s.

3. Control airway using RESPIATORY MANAGEMENT protocol. 
4. Start IV normal saline at KVO rate.  If hypotensive, symptomatic and lung sounds are clear, give 200cc bolus and reassess B/P.

5. If patient has a prescribed Epi Pen, assure prescription is for the patient, and the medication is not expired.  Contact on-line medical control for order to administer the Epi Pen.  Place pen on the lateral side of the patients’ thigh after cleaning with alcohol.  Press button on top of pen to inject medication.  Hold to thigh until medication is fully injected.

6. Reassess patient after administration of medication.

7. Document medication administration on DHEC run report as to the medication given, time, location of injection, and patients response. 
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
