CHEST PAIN
APPLIES TO:
EMT-I 

1. Assess ABC’s

2. Maintain airway using Respiratory Management protocol.  
            Give Oxygen first.

3. Start IV of normal saline at a KVO rate.  If hypotensive, symptomatic and lungs are clear, give 300cc bolus and reassess B/P. 

4. DO NOT GIVE NTG. IF PATIENT HAS TAKEN VIAGRA WITHIN 24 HOURS.

5. If the patient has a prescribed Nitroglycerin prescription, assure that medication is prescribed to them and is not expired.  Contact on-line medical control for order to administer medication if systolic blood pressure is greater than 100.

6. Administer 1 1:150 Nitroglycerin tablet under the patients’ tongue.  Do not give NTG if patient has taken Viagra within the past 24 hours.  If systolic pressure drops more than 10% or heart rate increases more than 10%, notify medical control.
