AED DEFIBEILLATION

PREHOSPITAL AND INTERFACILITY TRANSPORTS
APPLIES TO:
EMT-I

NOTE:
The patient has to be determined unresponsive, pulseless, and apneic for use of the AED EMT-I. 

1. Determine unresponsiveness and call for ALS backup.

2. Assess ABC’s

3. If pulseless and apneic, begin CPR and apply AED in the following manner:

a. Place STERNUM lead on the right upper portion of the chest.

b. Place APEX lead on the left lower portion of chest at or near bottom of ribs.

CONTRINDICATIONS:
Trauma patients and patient’s 8 years of age or less than 55 lbs. / 25 kg.

4. Stop CPR and allow monitor to analyze rhythm.

5. If shock advised, check patient, leads, and assess for pulselessness.

6. If pulse is present, treat accordingly.  If no pulse press CHARGE button.

7. When charged assure all clear both visually and verbally and press the SHOCK button.

8. After shock, check for a pulse.

9. If no pulse and again the monitor advises to shock, repeat steps 5-8 to a maximum of three times.

10. If patient does not convert after third shock, restart CPR and intubate if not already done.

11. Load and go meeting Paramedic backup enroute.

12. Establish IV of normal saline enroute.
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
