TRAUMA / SHOCK (Adult)
APPLIES TO:
EMT

1. Assess ABC’s.

2. Maintain airway via the RESPIRATORY MANAGEMENT protocol. 
3. Notify Emergency Department early of a major trauma.

4. Protect C- spine.

5. Keep patient warm.

6. Determine if load and go situation.

7. Do not delay transport.  Treat enroute.

8. Military Anti-Shock Trousers (MAST) may be used to stabilize suspected pelvic fractures, and complicated or multiple lower extremity fracture involving upper and lower legs,
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
