CHEST TRAUMA
APPLIES TO:
EMT

1. Assess ABC’s.

2. Maintain airway via the Respiratory Management protocol.  
3. Recognize a load and go situation and contact medical control with overview of patient and scene, revised trauma score, and ETA from scene.

4. Stabilize any suspected flail segments.

5. Monitor lung sounds.  

6. If decreased or absent lung sounds and a tracheal deviation call for Paramedic  back-up.
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
