CHILD ABUSE

APPLIES TO:
EMT

1.
Assess ABC’s

2.
Maintain airway via RESPIRATORY MANAGEMENT protocol.

3.
Abuse may present as but not be limited to:

a. Injuries not consistent with description of incident

b. Odd shaped burns

c. Multiple bruising in various stages of healing, (black, blue, and/or yellow)

d. Child seems to fear parent or guardian.

4.
Treat injuries according to injury protocol

5.
Do not confront parent or guardian about suspected abuse unless the child is in immediate danger.

6.
Notify law enforcement and/or on-line medical control if nesseccary.

7.
Report suspicions to ED staff and ED physician on arrival.
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
