ADVANCED LIFE SUPPORT BACK-UP
Any EMT or EMT-I may call for Advanced Life Support (ALS) if he/she feels the condition of the patient(s) warrant should care.

An ALS unit responding to a call cannot be cancelled from response unit at least a Basic Life Support (BLS) unit has arrived on the scene and assessed the patient(s) condition.

No BLS unit will wait on scene for the arrival of an ALS unit.  If the patient(s) is packaged and ready for transport, the BLS unit will begin transport to the nearest appropriate healthcare facility meeting the ALS unit enroute.  

· In the event of a BLS to ALS transfer of care, the BLS unit will complete a DHEC run report indicating it as an “EMS Transfer” in the DISPOSITION field.  The ALS Paramedic will sign the report and retain the yellow copy.  Copies of the BLS form should accompany the hospital, provider, and DHEC copy of the Paramedic run report.
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
