DOA POLICY

When a DOA is encountered, the primary attendant should avoid disturbing the scene or the body as much as possible, unless it is necessary to do so in order care for and assist the other victims.  Once it is determined that the patient has expired beyond survivability, the primary attendant will notify the Marlboro County Coroner’s Office and transfer responsibility of the scene to law enforcement and/or the Coroner’s office.

INTERFACILITY TRANSPORT POLICY
The Marlboro County Rescue Squad transports emergent and non-emergent interfacility calls for several facilities in the region.  The treatment procedures of these patients will be in accordance to the standard of practice for emergency medical services and will be dictated by the sending physician’s orders, not those of the Medical Control Physician.

The only protocols of the Marlboro County Emergency Medical Services that will be utilized will be those designated for both pre-hospital and interfacility transports.

The sending physician must order any additional treatments or procedures.
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
