RADIO COMMUNICATION
1. Radio contact will be made on all patients transported.

2. Radio contact will be made at the discretion of the primary attendant.

3. Radio transmissions should be concise and informative and should include the following information:

a. patient age and sex

b. nature of run

c. list of treatment measures

d. vital signs

e. med. hx. related to run

f. estimated time of arrival

g. primary MD

4. A full history with full assessment is expected but information such as medications, allergies, race and other medical history are not needed during radio contact unless requested.  This information can be relayed upon arrival.
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
