EMT and EMT-I INTERFACILITY TRANSPORT PROTOCOL
APPLIES TO:
EMT, EMT-I

1. Follow Standard Transport protocol.

2.
EMT’s and EMT-I’s cannot transport a patient with medications in IV fluid.

1. In the event of respiratory arrest, intubate the patient and divert to the nearest facility.

2. In the event of cardiac arrest, intubate and follow the AED protocol while diverting to the nearest facility.  Try to contact local EMS for Paramedic backup.

EMT-I’s will establish IV access of normal saline if not already present in the event of an arrest.
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
