NURSE INTERFACILITY TRANSPORT PROTCOL

APPLIES TO:
EMT, EMT-I, PARAMEDIC

1. In the rare event that a nurse must accompany a patient in transport, the following will apply.

2. The EMT has responsibility for the patients care.  The nurse has responsibility for the treatments that the patient is receiving that is beyond the EMT’s scope of practice,

3. The nurse will have access to the cardiac monitor and drug bag in the ambulance.  They will not have access to the narcotic cabinet.

4. The EMT has the responsibility of reporting to the receiving facility if the nurse does not give a complete and accurate report.

5. The EMT should be prepared to intubate if respiratory /cardiac arrest occurs sine nurses cannot intubate.  

6. The EMT is in charge of all ambulance diversions. 
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
