PARAMEDIC INTERFACILITY TRANSPORT PROTOCOL

APPLIES TO:
PARAMEDIC

1. Follow Standard Transport protocol.

2. Assure that Interfacility Transport Drug Form is completed prior to departure.

3. Paramedic will transport any patient receiving any kind of medication therapy.  If unsure of a given medication, clarify prior to transport. (Accepting a patient with any medication means you accept full responsibility for knowledge of its use).

4. Any specific orders for medications or treatments to be given by the Paramedic during transport must be explicitly documented on the Interfacility Transport Drug Form.

5. In the event of an unexpected complication enroute, follow the procedure below to attain orders for treatment:

a. Contact sending physician for orders.

b. If unable to contact sending physician, contact the ED of the receiving facility, giving a complete report of the patients’ status and history, receiving physician, and the treatment requested.

6. In the event of a respiratory arrest, intubate and divert to the nearest facility.

7. In the event of a cardiac arrest divert to the nearest facility and use the below protocols approved for interfacility transports:

a. Asystole

b. Pulseless Electrical Activity

c. V. Fib. / Pulseless V. Tach.

8. Give complete report to receiving nurse on arrival.
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
