STANDARD INTERFACILITY TRANSPORT PROTOCOL

APPLIES TO:
EMT, EMT-I, PARAMEDIC

1. Attain all medical history relevant to patents’ current condition both verbally and by patient’s chart.

2. Assess vital signs at least every 30 minutes unless the patients’ condition warrants closer monitoring.

3. Any unexpected occurrences during transport should be addressed to the sending facility.

4. In the event of extreme deterioration in the patients’ condition and/or a respiratory or cardiac arrest, divert to the nearest facility.  (The sending facility and physician should be notified of such an occurrence).

5. Report is to be called, on all patients, to the receiving facility even for direct admissions.

6. Give verbal report to receiving nurse on arrival.
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
