TRAUMA TRANPORT PROTOCOL

APPLIES TO:
EMT, EMT-I, PARAMEDIC


In the event of a traumatic emergency, the Primary Attendant will determine the overall care of the patient and his/her transportation disposition.


Major traumas will be identified as but not limited to:

1. High-speed MVA’s

2. Rollover MVA’s

3. Gunshot wounds

4. Penetrating injuries to head, neck, chest, and/or abdomen

5. MVA will death in on scene

6. Burns to 30% of body surface or greater

7. Falls of greater than 20 feet.

In the event of a MAJOR trauma, the hospital will be notified early in the transport if not while on scene.

Treatment for trauma will be dictated by the Basic and Advanced Life Support Protocols as designed for Marlboro County Emergency Medical Services or the on-line medical control.

All minor and traumas will be transported to nearest medical facility.

If the patient’s condition is so unstable that diverting to a more appropriate care facility would be in the patient’s best interest.  The travel distance to the facility should be similar or shorter than that to Marlboro Park Hospital.  Stabilization of the patient’s condition should not be compromised due to lengthy transports.

All transports by Marlboro County Emergency Medical Serivices. will originate or terminate within the borders of South Carolina. 
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
