ANAPHYLAXIS / ALLERGIC REACTION (Adult)
APPLIES TO: PARAMEDIC

1. Recognize signs and symptoms of allergic reaction.

2. Assess ABC’s.

3. Control airway using RESPIATORY MANAGEMENT protocol. 
4. Monitor cardiac activity.

5. Start IV normal saline at KVO rate.  If hypotensive, symptomatic and lung sounds are clear, give 200cc bolus and reassess B/P.

6. If respiratory distress give Albuterol 2.5mg via nebulizer.  

7. Call on-line medical control for Epinephrine 1:10,000 .3mg (.5mg Max dose) IVP.  If unable to contact on-line medical control proceed with administration and document that contact with on-line medical control failed.
8. Be prepared to give Benadryl up to 50mg IV or IM if ordered. 

9. If airway cannot be controlled RSI may be applicable.  Refer to the DIFFICULT/UNCONTROLLED AIRWAY protocol. (MCRS)
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
