BRADYCARDIA (UNSTABLE) (Adult)

APPLIES TO:
PARAMEDIC

1. Assess ABC’s.

2. Maintain airway via the RESPIRATORY MANAGEMENT protocol.  
3. Start IV of normal saline KVO.

4. If Systolic blood pressure is <90mm/hg and altered mental status give Atropine .5 – 1mg IVP and may repeat every 5-8 minutes if no response to a maximum of .04mg/kg or 3mg, which ever comes first.

5. If no response to Atropine therapy begin Transcutaneous Pacing using Anterior-Posterior pad placement.

6. Give Versed 2.5mg SLOW IVP if needed for acute pain during pacing with systolic BP >110mm/Hg.
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
