CHEST PAIN
APPLIES TO:
PARAMEDIC

1. Assess ABC’s

2. Maintain airway using RESPIRATORY MANAGEMENT  protocol.  
            Give Oxygen first.

3. Monitor cardiac activity.  Note any S-T segment elevations or depressions. 

4. Start IV of normal saline at a KVO rate.  If hypotensive, symptomatic and lungs are clear, give 300cc bolus and reassess B/P.

5. DO NOT GIVE NTG. IF PATIENT HAS TAKEN VIAGRA WITHIN 24 HOURS.

6. If systolic pressure is greater than 100. Give 1:150 Nitroglycerin tablet SL or .4mg Nitro Spray.  Do not give NTG if patient takes Viagra.  May repeat one every 5 minutes to a maximum of three doses.  If systolic pressure drops more than 10% or heart rate increases more than 10%, notify medical control.

7. Give Aspirin 324mg PO.

8. Contact on-line medical control for orders for Morphine if Nitroglycerin fails to control pain.
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
