HYPOTENSION (NON-VOLUME LOSS) (Adult)
APPLIES TO:
PARAMEDIC

1. Assess ABC’s.

2. Maintain airway via the RESPIRATORY MANAGEMENT protocol.  
3. Monitor cardiac activity.

4. Start IV of normal saline with large bore jelco.

5. If systolic pressure is less than 100 with signs and symptoms of shock and clear lung sounds, give 300cc bolus.  Repeat one time if no improvement.  Contact medical control for order to give boluses to dialysis patients.
6. Assess that hypotension may not be result of blood loss, diarrhea, vomiting, dehydration, etc.
7. If no improvement after second bolus contact on-line medical control for orders to start Dopamine drip at 5-10 ug/kg/min.

8. Consult On-Line Medical Control for a need to increase Dopamine rate.

Transport Semi-fowler or supine.
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
