HYPOTHERMIA (Adult)
APPLIES TO:
PARAMEDIC

1. Assess ABC’s.

2. Remove patient from environment. Remove wet clothing.

3. Maintain airway via the RESPIRATORY MANAGEMENT protocol.  
4. Monitor cardiac activity.

5. Start IV of normal saline at 200cc/hr with large bore jelco.

6. If systolic pressure is less than 100 with signs and symptoms of shock and clear lung sounds, give 300cc bolus.  Repeat one time if no improvement.  Contact medical control for order to give boluses to dialysis patients.
7. Actively warm patient with saline, warm compress to axillary, groin, neck, and head regions. Cover all exposed skin with warm, dry blankets.
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
