SEIZURES (Adult)
APPLIES TO:
PARAMEDIC

1. Assess ABC’s.

2. Maintain airway via the Respiratory Management protocol.  
3. Monitor cardiac activity.

4. Start IV of normal saline at a KVO rate.  

5. Perform Dextrostix.

6. If BGL less than 80mg/dl, give Dextrose 50% 1 AMP IVP.  If unable to gain IV access, give Glucagon 1mg IM.

7. If patient is having continuous seizure activity > 10 minutes, give Valium 5mg SLOW IVP.  Repeat dose times 2 of Valium in no less than five-minute intervals if no resolution to seizure activity and no respiratory compromise. 

8.
If below 50kg, give Valium .2 mg/kg titrate to effect.  Maximum dose not to exceed .75 mg/kg or 10mg.

9. Contact on-line medical control for order to give additional Valium.

10. Protect patient, partner, and self from injury.
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
