ANAPHYLAXIS / ALLERGIC REACTION (Pediatric)
APPLIES TO: PARAMEDIC

1. Recognize signs and symptoms of allergic reaction.

2. Assess ABC’s.

3. Control airway using RESPIATORY MANAGEMENT protocol. 
4. Monitor cardiac activity.

5. If signs of shock present start IV normal saline at 20cc/kg.  Repeat bolus prn.

6. If respiratory distress give Albuterol 2.5mg via nebulizer.  If unresolved contact on-line medical control for order to give up to Epinephrine 1:10,000 .01 mg/kg IVP. (MAX .5mg IVP).

7. Be prepared to give Benadryl 1-2mg/kg IV or IM if ordered.
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
