ASYSTOLE / PEA (Pediatric)
PRE-HOSPITAL AND INTERFACILITY TRANSPORTS
APPLIES TO:
PARAMEDIC

1. Assess ABC’s.  If pulseless and apneic, begin CPR until arrival of monitor.

2. Confirm asystole in two leads.  

3. Hyperventilate with BVM and intubate.  Control C-spine if traumatic.

4. Start IV of normal saline at KVO rate.

5. Consider causes.  

6. Give Epinephrine 1:10,000 .01mg/kg  IVP/IO, or .1cc/kg 1:1000 ET if no IV every 3-5 minutes.
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
