BRADYCARDIA (UNSTABLE) (Pediatric)

APPLIES TO:
PARAMEDIC

1. Assess ABC’s.

2. Maintain airway via the RESPIRATORY MANAGEMENT protocol.  
3. Start IV of normal saline KVO.

4. If heart rate is causing poor perfusion, hypotension, respiratory difficulty, or altered mental status, transport ASAP.

5. If heart rate falls below 60 bpm without response to oxygenation, begin chest compressions.  

6. Give Epinephrine 1:10,000 .01mg/kg IVP/IO.  

7. If no response to Epinephrine, give Atropine .02mg/kg IVP/IO.
