BURNS (Pediatric)

APPLIES TO:
PARAMEDIC

1. Assess ABC’s.

2. Remove burning process.  (Cool saline flush with thermal, remove chemical prior to flushing, and disconnect power in electrical)

3. Major burns are 25% or greater second and/or third degree burns, burns to hands, face, feet, chest, and perineum, inhalation burns, electrical burns, and burns with severe pre-existing health problems.  Notify medical control early after identifying a major burn.

4. Maintain airway via the Respiratory Management protocol.  
5.
Start IV/IO at 20cc/kg if sign of shock are present.

6.
Monitor cardiac activity.  (Especially with electrical burns)

7.
Remove all restrictive clothing.

8.
Wrap burned areas in sterile dressing or burn sheet.

9.
Do not delay transport.
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
