DIABETIC EMERGENCIES (Pediatric)
APPLIES TO:
PARAMEDIC

1. Assess ABC’s.

2. Maintain airway via the Respiratory Management protocol.  
3. Monitor cardiac activity.

4. Perform Glucose testing.

5. If blood glucose level is less than 50mg/dl, start IV of normal saline or D5W at a KVO rate and give 1 AMP Dextrose 25% IVP.

6. If IV access cannot be obtained, give Glucagon .1mg/kg IM to a maximum of 1mg. 

7. If blood glucose level is greater than 180 mg/dl, start IV of normal saline at a KVO rate.  
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
