OVERDOSE/POISONING (Pediatric)
APLLIES TO:
PARAMEDIC

1. Assess ABC’s.

2. Maintain airway via the Respiratory Management protocol.  
3. Monitor cardiac activity.

4. Obtain history and any suspected medication bottles.

5. Start IV of normal saline at a 20cc/kg rate if signs of shock noted

6. Check BGL.  If less than 50, give Dextrose 25% 2-4 cc/kg.

7. If advanced airway control measures are immediately anticipated and narcotic ingestion is suspected give Narcan 2mg SLOW IVP if > 5 yrs - .1mg/kg < 5 yrs. 

8. Contact medical control and be prepared for orders of Ipecac, Activated Charcoal, and/or Dextrose.
