REACTIVE AIRWAY (Pediatric)
APPLIES TO:
PARAMEDIC

1. Recognize the signs and symptoms of asthma and/or COPD.

2. Assess ABC’s.

3. Maintain airway via RESPIRATORY MANAGEMENT protocol.  
4. Monitor cardiac activity.

5. Start IV normal saline at KVO rate or saline lock.

6. Give Albuterol 5mg via nebulizer over 5-15 minutes.

7. If pulse oximetry <80%, and diminished or absent lung sounds give Epinephrine 1:1000 0.3mg SQ.

8. Epinephrine is not approved for COPD management.

9. Contact on-line medical control for further Albuterol treatments.
