POLICY:
AUTOMATED EXTERNAL DEFIBRILLATOR (AED)

PURPOSE:
To establish a policy on the operation of the Automated External Defibrillator (AED).

APPLIES TO:

EMT, EMT-I, and Paramedics
1. AED will be used in the treatment of cardiac arrest following preset protocols.

2. Apply defibrillator pads to patient’s chest “upper right” and “lower left” as illustrated on the pad packaging.  

3. Press power button to turn monitor ON.

4. Stop CPR and press ANALYZE button allowing AED to analyze cardiac rhythm.

5. If “SHOCK ADVISED” is displayed on the screen and/or announced by the AED assess for pulselessness.  If pulseless, press CHARGE button.

6. When AED is charged assure that no one is in contact with the patient and then press SHOCK button.

7. Hold CPR after shock and allow monitor to analyze rhythm. 
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
