POLICY:

Rapid Sequence Induction (RSI)
PURPOSE:
To establish a policy on airway management through use of sedation and paralytics

APPLIES TO:
Paramedic (RSI certified)

1. RSI will be utilized to establish a patent airway in the patient with a difficult and/or uncontrolled airway.

2. Intubation will be initiated by RSI certified Paramedics ONLY.

3. Hyper oxygenate patient with 100% oxygen by simple facemask.

4. Assemble the following equipment: endotracheal tube, stethoscope, stylet, laryngoscope (handle and blade), suction, 10cc syringe, tape, KY jelly, oral airway, LMA device, sedatives and paralytics.

5. Patient must be on cardiac monitor and pulse oximetry which is easily visible by the paramedic performing RSI. 

6.   It is strongly advised that any order for RSI be obtained directly. However, if not feasible to obtain direct order and it is in the patient’s best interest to proceed, do so and document the circumstances.

7. Follow the Difficult/Uncontrolled Airway protocol to secure the airway.

8. Contact ED if time allows informing of a successful or unsuccessful RSI intubation.

9. Photocopy all RSI run reports and forward them to the Training/QA Officer.  100% QA on RSI runs is mandated by the SC DHEC EMS Division. 

10. All gross movement of the patient must be followed by placement reconfirmation.
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
