SALINE LOCK
PURPOSE:
To establish a policy on the establishment of saline lock sets for IV access to patients.

APPLIES TO:
Paramedic

1. Saline lock will be used to establish IV access without the administration of large volumes of IV fluid.

2. Saline locks will only be initiated by Paramedics.

3. Paramedics will establish initial Iv access following the IV therapy policy.

4. Paramedics will apply a saline lock “cap” to the hub of the jelco instead of IV fluids.

5. Paramedics will “draw up” 2-3 mls of .9 % sodium chloride solution and inject, slowly, into the saline lock “cap”.  This will flush out blood from the jelco introduction.

6. Paramedics will secure all saline locks with tape to prevent accidental removal.

7. Paramedics will document size of jelco, IV site, time, and that a saline lock was used.
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
