POLICY:
SPINAL IMMOBILIZATION (Seated)
PURPOSE:
To establish a policy on spinal immobilization of the seated patient

APPLIES TO:
EMT, EMT-I, & Paramedic

1. Spinal immobilization will be utilized with suspicion of any cervical, thoracic, and/or lumbar injury. 

2. Assess motor function and sensation prior to immobilization.

3. Maintain neutral C-spine control.

4. Apply properly sized cervical collar.

5. Place K.E.D. behind patient with the torso wings flush to the axilli.  

6. Secure the three (3) torso straps and pull slack out.

7. Secure leg straps providing proper padding at the groin.  

8. Secure head with head wings and supplied chin and forehead straps. (Tape may be substituted.  Assure to pad all voids.

9. Once placed on regular long spine board, release leg straps.

10. Reassess motor function and sensation.
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
